A Government Institution Denounces Corruption?.

Thank you, George Enongene for this informative article on Corruption in Cameroon, posted in BACDA-USA website on Tuesday August 3rd. 2010. Your facts are derived from the reports of two local organisations that decry Coruption and corrupt institutions in Cameroon (CONAC : July 26 and, CRETES). When Transparency International, a German based non-governmental and other foreign and local institutions decry CORRUPTION, government authorities easily dismiss them as spreading lies and formenting trouble in order to smear Cameroon, and we believe. 

 

At last, a government appointed and maintained institution (CONAC), specially charged to serve as a watch-dog against corruption and to fight Corruption (CONAC), has spoken out against targetted corrupt institutions in Cameroon. CONAC raises our consciousness and opens our eyes and ears to locally reflect, see and hear well whatever relates to corruption. Or could this report be a ploy to wind-screen corruption at the approach of presidential elections in 2011 or, truly a conviction deriving from years of genuine experience in the observation of and combat against corruption? CRETES (I do not know what it stands for), has also denounced corrupt institutions in Cameroon.
 

If the present denunciation of corruption by CONAC is the fruit of a genuine experience derived from observation and combat, then conscientious actions need to be adopted to correct the situation. From lived experience so far are the sttutory regulation that govern the work of CONAC adequate as to permit it do its job rationally. If not, they ought to seek correctives. The actions of CONAC nedd to effectively demonstrate that it is working hard. The reports that analyse and denounce are very important, but only part of the job. The real action is creating real awareness against corruption, denouncing it and routing it out. Ew would sggest the following senario:

 

a) Create an awareness of the existence, the various forms and manifestations of coruuption and, the need to eschew and energetically combat it by all means. 

 

b) Denounce and root out the corrupt people whatever their status,  before they do more harm. This is conservatory action

 

c) Seize the material property and financial resources as soon as the people are denounced. Again this is conservatory, to prevent them from removing the said property and financial resources out of the reach of those charged with their pursuit and, 

 

d) Eventually sort out what legitimately belongs to the suspected or accused persons, based on their legitimate sources of income.

 

e) Determine the sanction/fine to be imposed on the convicted corrupt persons for abuse of confidence and the prejudice caused to the people and state of Cameroon.

 

f) Interdiction of such people from holding any office of a public nature in government and private sectors.

 

So far, Cameroon has behaved as though it is so short of qualified and competent personnel that the same corrupt people are indispenable. They are regularly taken out and in after committing such hidous financial and social crimes against the people and state of Cameroon. They ought to be left in the cold to meditate their actions and serve as unforgettable lessons to their would-be immitators. 

 

As in a farm planted with crops where one should remove the bad ones for the good ones to survive and produce good yields , let Cameroon thin corruption by systematcally removing from the ranks of service the corrupt people, the greedy and selfish, who have no sense of the general or common interest/good. The present system only helps to perpetuate corruption. Since corruption has become an especially pervasive crime since the 1980s, there is need for special measures to root it out systematically at all levels. 

 

Putting these convicted criminals in prison, as has happened to date, has had no effect and will seemingly have none, so long as they still swim in the unjustifiable wealth grabbed from the people who entusted them with their sacred affairs. Let the convicted be forced to do full reparation by being forced to return to the state coffers the resources stolen.
